o Applicant's Name on top of each sheet,
o maximum of two pages,
e detailing your charitable endeavors, your future goals and your financial
needs.
e Attach the Essay Page to this application.
= A self-addressed, stamped envelope (to be used to notify you of status after
Scholarships are awarded).
